Upon opening the parcel Lion Robert 
discovered a complete prosthesis leg sent to 
him by Lion Michael MENZIES.            .  You 
cannot imagine the feelings that came over 
Lion Robert and what a tremendous Christmas 
Gift he had just received.  I had connected Lion 
Mike and Robert shortly after discussing the 
matter with Lion Mike at the MD convention in 
Newcastle. Lion Mike informed me that he had 
collected numerous spare prosthesis over the 
years and kept them in his garage.  They 
contacted each other and Lion Mike took 
Roberts measurements over the phone, stating 
he would see what he could do for him. 
Since losing his leg Lion Robert has been in a 
fight with our government attempting to get a 
leg prosthesis’s and having very little luck.   
 

What makes this most interesting is that Lion Robert’s 
UIC was about to run out and he works as a truck driver.  
Without the leg he could not drive the truck.  Since 
getting the leg, he has been building himself up to 
driving again and is getting around in his home without 
the use of a cane or walker.  Things are looking up and 
all because of a true Lions concern for another.   
This is not the end for Lion Robert as the Leg provided 
is one of the older type for which you cannot even buy 
socks.  He will still need a replacement in time, 
however, he is a pleased as can be with just being able to 
get around and drive again.  He is awaiting word from 
government regarding a new leg and expects to hear 
something by February 07.   
On behalf of the Lions in District 41-N1 I want to 
personally thank Lion Mike MENZIES of 41-0 for 
his act of kindness to another Lion.  Thanks Lion 
Mike and may God Bless you.

With the newsletter you should have a copy of 
Appendix “C”, Speak-Out Regulations for Multiple 
District 41.  These are the guidelines which will be used 
for the “speak-off” at the District Convention. 
 
Please contact me when you are having your Speak-Out 
and who your representative will be for the Region.  If I 
can be of assistance in any way please do not hesitate to 
contact me. 
 
I know this is a lot of work, but the Speak-Out is always 
one of the highlights of the District Convention.  The 
students always do a fantastic job and we have been well 
represented in the past and I am looking forward to 
another great competition this spring.  Remember, the 
winner of the Speak-Out at the District Convention will 
go on to compete in St. John’s, Newfoundland in May.

DISTRICT 41- O 
SPEAKOUT REGULATIONS  

Section 1: Purpose of Contest 
 

To provide an opportunity for high school students to: 

(a) Think about important issues facing them and their 

community/province/state or nation 

(b) Organize their thoughts and ideas into a logical sequence, 

namely a prepared speech 

(c) Express their ideas publicly and defend these ideas when 

questioned 
 

Section 2: General Regulations 
 
(a)The Lions Club's Speakout will be coeducational 

 
(b)The contest is open to any high school student who is in full-time 

attendance (i.e., not a part-time student) in  high school and who 
will not be 19 years of age on December 3lth of the contest year. 

 
(c) All speeches are to be approximately fine (5) minutes in length. 

Speeches shorter the four (4) minutes or longer than six (6) 
minutes will be penalized one (1) point for each ten (10) 

  seconds or portion thereof: e.g. 2 seconds 1 point, 8 seconds 1    
point, 13 seconds 2 points,  22 seconds 3 points, etc 

 
(d) The speeches should in no way indicate where the speaker is 

from (school, community, province, state or country) 
 

(e) At the club level, a script may be prepared. Except for quotations; 
 however the contestant may not read from the script. Points will 
 be subtracted for excessive reading.  At the Regional level, Sub-
 District and Multiple levels, the contestant may take only notes to 
 the speakers stand. The same speech may be used at all levels of 
 the contest. 
 
(e) Immediately at the conclusion of the speech, each contestant will 
  be asked two (2) questions, one from each questionnaire. These  
  questions should he worded in such a way that they require not  
  merely recall of information, but rather some reasoning or  
  application of knowledge of the subject. Points will he awarded,  
  not only for answers given, but also for the way the contestant  
  handles the questions. 

(g) A panel of tree (3) judges, and two (2) questionnaires will be 

provided at each level. 

 
(h) In all contest, speakers will be assigned numbers, which will be 

drawn by lot just prior to 
     the contest Contestants will be introduced by numbers only. 

Contestants will be introduced 
     by name and school after all have spoken and the judges have 

retired. 

 

(i) A suggested score sheet and judges checklist shall be given 

the judges. 

 
(j) All speakers will be evaluated in three (3) categories (See 

judges Score Sheets)  
  A.   DELIVERY OF SPEECH   
  B.   MATERIAL IN SPEECH 
  C.   RESPONSE TO QUESTIONS

There are two institutes being held in May of 2007:  
  
1) A MD 41 Regional Leadership Development Institut e 
(open to Lions in all seven sub-districts)  being h eld 
May 4th to 6th,at Scotian Glen Camp, just outside N ew 
Glasgow, Nova Scotia;  
  
2) A Faculty Development Institute for Lions in Dis tricts 
41-O and N-1 being held May 24th to 27th at Mount 
Allison University.  
  
A number of  Lions have asked if these institutes a re 
the same as they feel one will have a significant 
negative effect on the other. The answer is a 
resounding "NO." One is a leadership development 
institute, while the other is a faculty development  
institute. The following two quotes taken from the 
Lions Clubs International website illustrate the 
difference between the purposes of these two 
institutes.  
  
"The Faculty Development Institute program is 
dedicated to the development and expansion of Lions  
faculty. The curriculum focuses on techniques and 
concepts that will enhance the quality of training and 
overall effectiveness of Lions  leadership development 
programs. Qualified candidates are those Lions who 
have some experience as faculty members at Lions 
training events, have demonstrated basic instructio nal 
skills, and have a keen interest in further develop ing 
those skills. Participants who complete the institu te 
will be expected to serve as faculty members at oth er 
training events within their area."  
  
On the other hand, the Regional Leadership 
Development Institute: "Focuses on building the ski lls 
of Lions members in preparation for leadership 
opportunities at the club level, particularly the p osition 
of club president."  
  
The curriculum of these two institutes is very diff erent, 
as is the manner in which it is delivered.  Please note 
the modules below for the faculty development 
institute and compare them with those for the regio nal 
leadership development institute.

This program is geared to increasing personal 
leadership skills for those who aspire towards the 
position of club president, zone chairman. etc.  
  
Thus, you can see these two programs, both very 
important in the world of Lionism, are vastly diffe rent 
and are designed for different purposes.  
  
I am sending this information as I feel some may be  
unclear about the basic purposes of the two institu tes.   
I hate to repeat myself; however, I feel it is most  
important to clarify that the faculty development 
institute is geared to train instructors, while the  
regional leadership institute is geared to developi ng 
personal leadership skills which prepare Lions for 
leadership positions in their clubs.  
  
You are asked to vigorously promote  both these 
programs in the districts to which they apply. They  are 
both very important programs in leadership 
development. My personal opinion is our greatest ne ed 
in Lionism is the development of more effective 
leadership at all levels of the organization.

SPECIAL MEETING 

NEWCASTLE NB 
NOVEMBER 5, 2006 

 
A special meeting of Districts 41 O and 41N1 of MD41 was called to order at 9:05 by host District Governor Tim Hoban in the 
Lions Den of the Newcastle Lions Club. 
 
DG Tim welcomed all the Lions present, and explained that this meeting was called to start the process of combining the two 
Districts back into one, and to inform and seek guidance and suggestions from the general membership of the two Districts.  
DG Tim again stated that this was an information session and that there could not be any motions made or passed at this 
meeting. 
 
 
DG Boyd thanked everyone for attending the meeting and also stated that they were looking for suggestion in making the 
amalgamation of the two Districts go as smoothly as possible and that they were looking for guidance from the membership. 
 
JOINT SPRING MEETING  
DG Tim stated that because of the fact that a) LCI has already selected the guest speakers for both of these two conventions, 
and it may be too late to change them and to obtain another speaker for a combined meeting, b) and because of the cost of 
canceling the meeting for District 41 O, that we carry on with the planned conventions 41 O in Fredericton at the Ramada Inn 
and 41 N1 in North Rustico, both on the weekend of April 21, and that a combined meeting be held before or after these 
meetings.  It was suggested that this meeting could be held either April 14th or 28th. 
 
The theory that this must be a convention or a meeting was discussed.  Council Chairperson Bev. Semple stated that Lions 
International said it could be a meeting.  
PDG Rheal than asked if it should be before or after the District meetings 
PDG Larry Barton suggested that we should decide what happens at this meeting. 
VDG Linda Melanson of 41 N1 stated that the elections of the DGE and VDGE be included  at this meeting. 
 
PDG Rheal Cormier suggested that a committee be selected to put together a list of items and ideas of what needs to be done at 
this meeting. 
 
It was the consensus of the meeting that this procedure be followed. 
 
JOINT MEETING  
It was asked where this meeting should be held, several suggestions were made, and most suggestions were that it should be 
central to all Lions Clubs.

REPORT OF MEETING ON PEI  
PDG Allison McNally stated that he was there representing PEI Clubs that attended the meeting of last weekend, in which 
there were six different Clubs, three PDG’s  and the VDG attending this meeting along with 16 Lions.  He suggested that the 
constitution reflect a rotation of VDG’s and DG’s to include PEI.  He also suggested that perhaps we should consider looking 
at having two VDG with the first going on as DG and the second vice moving up to first and electing a new second vice. 
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Zone Chair Paul Matheson of Newcastle suggested that we not be looking at where the District Governor comes from, but 
rather that the best person for the job be selected. 
 
Vice District Governor Linda Melanson of 41 N1 suggested that the two VDGs be added to the committees as one of them will 
be working with the changes as governor next year. 
 
PCC Denzil Bernard of 41 O suggested that the constitution committee consist of he and PDG Bob Kirkpatrick of 41 N1, and 
that two other members from each District plus the VDG’s be the committee. 
 
This was carried by the majority of the meeting. 
 
The Time frame for all reports to the reports to the District Governors is February 28, 2007.  This was approved by the 
meeting. 
 
BUDGET

It was suggested that the two LRP members meet and discuss the future plans of the new District N1, especially with regards to 
the number of Zones and the number of Clubs in each.  This was approved by the members. 
 
WEB SITE 
It was stated that we have had the use of a web site with no cost to the MD or District for some time, but in changing our 
information, we could be charged for this in the future.  It was suggested that Lions Todd Prime and Paul Babin work on this 
and have a report ready by Feb. 28th  This was approved by the members. 
 
DG Tim than introduced VDG Linda Melanson to the meeting and she spoke briefly, suggesting that she is willing to work 
with all members and hoped to be the next District Governor, but if not, would work with her opponent. 
 
PCC Jan Phillips than introduced Lion Luke Stennick to the meeting as he was just appointed VDG about a week ago.  Lion 
Luke than addressed the meeting saying  how much he was looking forward to working with everyone regardless of the 
outcome of the election. 
 
DG Tim than asked if there was further business to come before the meeting and there being none wished everyone a safe trip 
home and adjourned the meeting at 10:30.
