Lions, this is an exciting 
time for the Lions of 
District 41-0 and 41-N1 
as we work to combine 
two districts into one. 
The members of our re-
districting committees 
have been hard at work 
to put the guidelines in 
place to run our new 
District N1.  In the 
March issue of the 
District Governor News 
letter the preliminary 
documents will be 

published.  It will be very important for each Club 
President and Secretary to present these documents to 
the Lion Members.  These are the documents that will 
be voted on at the Special Meeting April 28, 2007 in 
Sussex. The number of delegates who will be allowed to 
vote from each club is determined by a formula 
established in the District Constitution Article V!, 
Section 5 as follows: Each Chartered Club in good 
standing in Lions International and the District shall be 
represented by one or more delegates at the annual 
District Convention and shall be entitled in each such 
convention to one voting delegate and one alternate for 
each ten members, or major fraction thereof, of said 
Club, as shown by the records of the Cabinet Secretary-
Treasurer as of April 30 of the year preceding the year in 
which the Convention is held. The major fraction 
referred to in this section shall be five (5) or more 
members. Each certified delegate, present in person, may 
cast one vote only on each issue to be voted on by the 
members of said convention. Delinquent dues may be 
paid and good standing acquired at any time prior to the 
close of credential certification as such closing time shall 
be established by the rules of the respective convention. 
In addition, all Past District Governors, in good standing 
in the Sub-District, shall be entitled to be voting delegates 
at a Sub-District Convention. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Clubs please arrange for your voting delegates to be  at 
the Sussex Lions Club at on Saturday April 28, 2006, 
11:00am.  Every vote will be important. Each club should 
advise Lion Ron Evans , our Elections Chair, the names 
of your voting delegates. Your Club must be in good 
standing to be entitled to a vote. 
 

The deadline date is March 28, 2007 for names to 
be submitted for Vice District Governor.  
 
  The 90th International Convention is in 
Chicago, Illinois.  What a great opportunity to visit the 
birthplace of Lionism and our International 
Headquarters.   Registration forms can be found online 
at www.lionsclubs.org.

DG Boyd called the meeting to order at 1:00pm 
 
Following the Canadian National Anthem we observer a moments silence for deceased members of the Lions family followed 
by the Lions Invocation. 
 
Welcomes were extended to all present by DG Boyd and PCC Kevin as president of the Burtts Corner Lions Club. 
 
At this time Lion Terry Brown introduced our guest speaker, Dr Susan Malone.  She spoke on the trials and tribulations of 
looking after a diabetic child, her daughter.  Dr. Malone also spoke very highly of Camp Dia-Best, and how it helps children 
become more aware of their problem and how to handle it on their own. 
 
Roll Call was answered by: 
 Cabinet Chairpersons - 30 
 Zone Chairpersons -   5 
 Past District Governors -   9 
 Club Members -  80 (grand total) 
 
***MB PCC Ralph Shears, SB PCST Doug Small that the minutes of the last meeting in Harvey be approved as 
published.  MC 
 
Tail Twisting  – Lion Richard Phillips put his tail twisters to work and they collected a total of $70.14 
 
Report from DG – In his report DG Boyd told us of the small number of visits he has still remaining and thanked all the clubs 
for the tremendous hospitality extended to him on all of his visits. 
 
Lion Ron Evans Bursary – Lion Frank Carroll, treasurer of the McAdam Lions Club Foundation, brought us up to date on the 
bursary including total amount in fund, size of bursary, investment and its administration. 
 
PDG Meeting – PDG Bev reported on the Canterbury Club – no longer in existence but still operating.  Recommended that 
DG or a delegate investigate. (note: since the meeting club has been contacted and progress is being made).  Also 
recommended that the Saint John Lions Club be placed on Status Quo (note: this has to be done prior to Dec 31st of any given 
year so will have to be done in the new year). 
 
Zone Chairpersons – VDG Luke reported a poor turnout due to lack of advance notice.  Also spoke of campaign to become 
DG next year. 
 
Special Presentations – At this time DG Boyd presented CC Bev a special certificate from International for her year as  
 District Governor. 
 DG Boyd also presented KL Keith Trask the 100% Presidents Certificate for last year. 
 
Financial Statement – CST Jack presented the financial statement as of the end of January.   *** MB PCC Kevin, SB PCC 
Sonny that the financial statement be accepted as presented.  MC 
 
Chairpersons’ Reports: 

- White Cane Awareness – Lion Stella, of the Nackawic Lions Club, reported on an event they are having in 
Nackawic and the Provincial Blind Bowling. 

- Membership – PCC Kevin told us that the membership problem is at the club level and challenged all clubs to 
help with the problem. 

- Extension – Lion Doug told of upcoming information sessions taking place in the Hanwell area of Fredericton 
with the hopes of starting a new club. 

- Retention – PCC Sonny – nil 
- Leadership & Development – Lion Doug talked about the school at our convention in April at the Ramada; 

Leadership Camp at Scotia Glen in early May – cost is $50 per person.; Faculty Development Institute, 24-27 
May, at Mount Allison in Sackville, NB – cost $75 per person. 
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- Orientation – CC Bev introduced PCC Denzil who reported on an Orientation Seminar he put on at the McAdam 
Lions Club with approximately 40 lions in attendance. 

- Women’s Membership – nil 
- Contest/Visitation – Lion Joyce reported that she has heard from only one club at this time. 
- Convention – PCC Kevin reported that everything is arranged at the Ramada for the convention.  Get registration 

to him ASAP. 
- Constitution & By Laws – PCC Denzil told us that he has met with his counterpart from 41N-1 and a few 

changes have been made.  These will be circulated to all the clubs and voted on at the convention. 
- Cultural & Community – Lion Sandy – nil 
- Diabetes – Lion Terry informed us that the Cavalcade this year will be in Richabucto in May.  He also gave an 

update on Camp Dia-Best, designation of donations, etc. 
- Publications – PCC Jan congratulated Lion Susan on newsletters.  Deadline for submissions for the 41er is 

February 15th. 
- Drug Awareness – Lion Bill talked of “Thrive” and the fact that his club, Nashwaaksis, is working in 

conjunction with the city police in the area of K-5 in the Fredericton schools. 
- Elections – Lion Ron stated that we still require information on the new district before much can be done.  

Suggested that you still submit your name for any position in which you might be interested. 
- Portage – Lion Ron reported that so far lions clubs have made donations of $195 007.  This makes the total 

amount raised $870 753 to date and construction is expected to start in the spring. 
- Hearing & Speech – Lion Karl has received no reports at this time. 
- Environment – Lion Harold – no reports of activity. 
- Fundraising – Lion Richard conducted the draw for the day and it was won by KL Alan Russell of the Harvey 

Lions Club.  Turned in $150 for the day. 
- LCIF – CC Bev asked all clubs to support LCIF. 
- LFC – PCC Sonny gave an update on the Portage Christmas Party and thanked all the clubs that supported it with 

gifts and their tremendous turnout.  He stated that this is his last year in this position and his successor will be 
Lion Frank Sullivan next year.  Also spoke on the LFC Workshop to be held in Moncton on February 18th (note: I 
have heard several lions state that this was the best workshop they have ever attended). 

- Peace Poster – PDG Ron suggested that clubs get their kits ordered ASAP. 
- Lions Services for Children – Lion Ken has not received anything to date and suggested that clubs contact him 

for information. 
- Work with the Blind – Lion Charlie reminded us that clubs must submit entries to be considered for the plaque 

at the end of the year. 
- Speak Out – Lion Rod said that we need more entrants as he has heard of only five in the district.  Please follow 

the rules as published. 
- Leo – VDG Luke informed us that Boiestown is interested in forming a Leo Club. 
- CSF II – CST Jack, district coordinator, brought the meeting up to date on givings so far: – Fredericton – model 

club - $6000; Tobique - $1400; Boiestown Upper Miramichi - $3300; Lion Terry Brown - $100.  At this time 
CST Jack challenged all clubs to donate to this worthy cause.

 - 5. Kennebecasis, Millidgeville North End, River Valley, Simonds 
 - 6. Hampton, Pickwauket, Quispamsis Island, Quispamsis Kings, St Martins, Sussex

This year’s contest offered a new twist – ideas were 
accepted in two categories: retention/participation strategies and 
invitation/recruitment ideas. More than 100 clubs responded to the 
challenge, sharing their most successful ideas for inviting new 
members or retaining current ones. Whether they were traditional 
methods, updates on old favorites on inventive new plans, the entries 
are were excellent examples of membership strategies that yield 
positive results.  
 
Prizes were awarded for the most outstanding ideas in each of the 
seven constitutional areas:

This club, in existence for little over a year, was experiencing some 
issues with a few members not being able to pay their dues. Not 
wanting to lose valuable members over a financial matter, the club’s 
board of directors developed a unique way to keep the members they 
worked so hard to recruit and develop. Their solution is called Dues 
in Kind. Members who own small businesses or work for businesses 
that can provide gift certificates (for things such as oil changes, 
haircuts, restaurants, etc.) are asked to secure donated gift 
certificates. These certificates are then auctioned off during club 
meetings. The money made is used to offset the dues that are needed 
to retain the members who are struggling to pay them. Those in need 
of financial assistance are kept confidential. The club has found this 
to be a win-win situation and it has retained four members through 
this effort.
