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b) Special Meetings 
 Special meetings of the Cabinet may be called by the District 
Governor at his/her discretion, and shall be called upon written request 
made to the District Governor or the Cabinet Secretary by a majority of 
the members of the Cabinet. No fewer than five (5) or more than ten (10) 
days written or electronic notice of special meetings, setting forth the 
purpose thereof and a date, time and place determined by the District 
Governor, shall be delivered to each member of the Cabinet by the Cabi-
net Secretary. 
 
 c) Quorum and Vote 
 The attendance of a majority of the Cabinet Officers and fifty 
(50) additional other members of the Cabinet shall constitute a quorum 
thereof.  NOTE: For clarification of the authorized officers see: Article 
IV Section 1 (a). of the District constitution. 
 
Section 2: 

 a) Regions and Zones 
 The District Governor, with Cabinet approval, shall divide the 
District into Regions of sixteen (16) or fewer Lions Clubs, and each Re-
gion into Zones of eight (8) or less Lions Clubs. All such Regions and 
Zones shall be subject to change by the District Governor and Cabinet 
approval of any necessary changes for the best interests of the Associa-
tion. 
 
 b) Region Meetings 
 Meetings of representatives of all Clubs in a Region with the 
Region Chairperson presiding shall be held during the fiscal year at times 
and places fixed by the Region Chairperson of the respective Region, (if 
utilized by the District Governor). 
 
 c) Zone Meetings 
 Meetings of representatives of all the Clubs in a Zone, 
with the Zone Chairperson presiding, shall be held at least three 
(3) times during the fiscal year, at times and places fixed by the 
Zone Chairpersons of the respective Zone. 

 

 d) SCHEDULE OF ZONE MEETINGS 
 The first Zone Meeting should be held within ninety (90) days 
after the adjournment of the preceding International Convention; a second 
meeting in the month of November; a third meeting in the month of Janu-
ary or February and a fourth, if desired, not less than 15 days prior to the 
District Convention.

Corner a motion was passed to recommend District 41 -O go with 6 
zones starting in July 2007.

This needs to be completed so we will know wh at con-
tests will be used by the first Governor of the new  District N-1. 
 

4.  Review any District 41-O paraphernalia we have, Gong, Gavel, Ban-
ners, or any District historical papers & documents. 

 
CST & Records to be reviewed for placement in new D istrict N 
– 1. All historical documents from both 41-O/41-N1n eed to be 
looked at and stored in one location. Needs to be d one by fall 
2007.  

 
 

5.  Review the Incoming Officers School process and compare the proc-
ess with/against District 41-N1. 

 
Recommend mini schools. Need a plan by DGO meeting.  Could 
require a mini training in the fall of 2007. 41-N1 - download to 
regional Chairpersons. 

 
6. Discuss 41-O's position on appointments to Provincial organizations, 

like Lions Foundation of Canada, Diabetes Association and any 
others..  

 
These should be District Cabinet appointments. Cand idates 
should complete an application for each position ou tlining 
qualifications and submit to a search/review commit tee for 
recommendation to the District cabinet. 

 
7.  Discuss the District 41-O's fundraising process (held at Cabinet 

Meetings) as this is not done in 41-N1. Should this continue?
