MINUTES OF CABINET MEETING
SEPTEMBER 10, 2006
MCADAM HISTORICAL TRAIN STATION

DG Boyd Sangster called the meeting to order at 1:00pm.
Following the singing of O Canada a moments silence was
observed for deceased members of the Lions family and
world peace. This was followed by the lions invocation.
Having a Birthday Boy (Lion Ron Evans — 72) in the
group, we all sang Happy Birthday to him and presented
him with a cake. This was enjoyed by all during the hreak
A welcome was extended to all present by DG Boyd, who
DG Boyd host the Merl Team Meeting at the old then asked for a special welcome from the Mayor of the

lunch counter Village of McAdam, Lion Frank Carroll, and the president
of the McAdam Lions Club, Lion Keith Trask.

At this time roll call was taken and the following wen
attendance:

- 29 District chairpersons

- 5 Zone chairpersons

- 11 Past District Governors

- 21 clubs for a total of 75 lions

DG Boyd gave his report to the district and stressed
several points being implemented by our International
President Jimmy Ross. A few of these are:

- The usual request for increase in membership, such as 4
new clubs per district; each club to have a net gain in
membership; concentrate on increasing women’s
involvement.

- Make your clubs more visible by erecting signs outside
of towns and at your meeting places. This sign should even
contain the dollar amount of funds donated from your lions

club. My goal or idea - not international
PDGs meet in the main lobby - Family dues amendment — this allows a family of up to
five members living in the same household to be members

of the same club with the primary member paying full dues
and the other 4 paying only half.

- Effective July 1, 2007 clubs with outstanding balances
past 150 days will be automatically suspended, including
the charter, rights, privileges, and obligations oflithres

club for a period not to exceed 90 days. Charters could be
cancelled.

- The rule regarding the size of existing Lions Clubs has
been revised to a minimum of 20. This number was 10.
Tail Twisting and fundraising Lion Richard Phillips
appointed a couple of tail twisters and explained his
fundraising plans for the year. He made and donateckto th
district four items for cabinet ‘draws’ plus one largem

(a working waterfall planter) for clubs to sell tickets
throughout the year. Winner will be drawn at the spring
convention.

District Chairpersons ReportSeveral brief reports were

given at this time —
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- Constitution & By Laws- PCC Denzil Bernard brought
us up to date on a few items that need to be looked at, but
we are waiting for the outcome of redistricting

- Info Lion — PCC Jan Phillips told us of the possibility of
combining the Info Lion with the DG’s monthly
newsletter. **Moved by PCC Jan, seconded by Lion
Dave MacLean that the budget for Info Lion be reduced to
$200 to cover the cost associated with combining the
above two publications. Motion carried.

- Diabetes -In his report Lion Terry Brown informed us
that there are 3.5 million persons in Canada with some
form of diabetes. He suggested several ways that we as
lions could help. November is Diabetes Month.

- Long Range PlanningRDG Larry Barton stated that his
committee is waiting until international makes its decision
in regards to redistricting before planning anything.

- Convention— PCC Kevin Guiggey talked about the
upcoming convention in April. *Moved by PCC Denzil,
seconded by CC Bev Semple that we still have our own
convention even if LCl approves separation. Motion
Carried.

- Auditor — Lion Frank Carroll gave a very detailed report
on his audit of the treasurer’s books from last yelgrwas
very complimentary of the books of PDG Peter Pilkington.
***Moved by PCC Sonny Bonnell, seconded by Lion
Keith Trask that we accept the audited financial report.
Motion carried.

At this time a short break was called.

CST Jack Moffitt presented the budget for the year 2006-
2007. After much discussion the following motions were
made and approved:

1. Moved by Lion Rod Wright, seconded by PCC Sonny
Bonnell that the Zone Chairmen’s Expenses be set at $750.
2. MB PCC Kevin, SB Lion Rod that we remove the MD
Leadership Training Camp.

3. MB Lion Rod, SB Lion Peter that we eliminate
Leadership Grant from expenditures.

4. MB PCC Sonny, SB PDG Ron Branscomb that we
accept the budget with the changes as mentioned above.
Before this motion was voted on, the following
amendment was made and approved: MB CC Bev, SB
Lion Doug Small that we amend the DG, VDG and CST
amounts to the same as the last budget. The original
motion (Sonny, Ron) with the amendment was then voted
on and passed.
